14 - Parish & Cornwall Council Elections

ELECTIONS - Thursday 2nd MAY

Both Cornwall Council and Parish elections will take place on Thursday 2nd May 2013.

Parish elections:
There are seven ‘seats’ on the Parish Council. From 21st March, nomination packs will be available from either
the Clerk of the Parish Council or direct from Cornwall Council.
If you are interested in becoming a parish councillor, complete the nomination paper and take it to Cornwall
Council before midday on 5th April. You will need someone to propose you and another to second you.
There need to be more nominations than available seats for there to be an election.
It’s been quite a long time since there was a parish council election because there haven’t been more than seven
people interested in standing, and in instances like that, all who have expressed interest have become parish
councillors.

If there is to be an election it will take place on Thursday 2nd May with those elected joining the council at their
next meeting on 16th May.

Cornwall Council:
The same timetable applies to Cornwall Council elections.
Gwennap joins St Day and Carharrack parishes to form a ‘ward’ that has one Cornwall Councillor as their
representative. For the past four years our ward has been slightly different with Stithians, Carharrack and
ourselves being represented by Neil Plummer.

To date, only Mark Kaczmarek has indicated that he intends to stand, and he introduces himself in the article
below.

Anyone wanting to stand as a Cornwall Councillor needs a proposer, seconder and 8 ‘assentors’.

Dear resident

Some of you may be aware of the electoral
boundary changes which will come into place
when Cornwall Council holds its elections on the
2nd of May this year, the current area that I
officially represent is St Day and Lanner however
I have still been very actively involved which
both Carharrack and Gwennap parishes. The two
new electoral divisions will from 2nd of May be
one which includes the parishes of St Day
Carharrack and Gwennap, the other will be the
parishes of Lanner and Stithians. After much
deliberation I have decided that I have more
local knowledge with the Mining Villages and the
residents of this close knitted community than I
do with Stithians Parish and its residents. I would
have been very happy to have continued working
hard and representing all of the Mining Villages
as I have done officially and unofficially for the
last 12 years, but the time has come for me to
now make that decision to stand for election in
the new electoral division of St Day Carharrack
and Gwennap.
