1.  Hicks Mill Traffic Concerns : 
   - Requested warning signage for motorists due to pedestrian safety concerns.
   - Requested a radar class to measure traffic volume and speed.
   - Personally found the driving practices in the area to be intimidating.

2.  Hicks Hill Road Erosion : 
   - Noted blocked ditches causing water runoff issues.
   - Requested a site visit with an officer to address blocked ditches and poor maintenance, leading to unnecessary flooding.

3.  Church Town and Gwennap Speeding Concerns :
   - Residents requested a 20mph speed limit due to dangerous driving and narrow roads.
   - John Thomas supports this and intends to submit it for the next round of 20mph Reduction Schemes.

4.  Overgrown Verges and Hedges : 
   - Urgent attention requested for maintenance issues.

5.  Potholes : 
   - Continual issue, with several areas needing proper repair.

6.  Planning and Enforcement :
   - Various cases are under consideration, with visits planned to assess if further investigation is needed.

7.  Public Rights of Way (PROW) Issues :
   - Concerns about vehicles illegally entering pedestrian-only areas at locations like Todpool Gate, Poldice Valley, and Crofthandy Gate.
   - Discussions with PROW and a meeting arranged with a complainant.

8.  GPC Grant Application :
   - Discussed recent grant approval in principle with Liz Allcorn and sought more information before finalizing.

9.  Community Chest Grant :
   - Some funds remain available, with potential benefits for local Gwennap organizations.

10.  Sewerage Improvement Works :
    - Invited to view expansion works aimed at increasing capacity for future developments.

Other issues include routine house visits and engagement with residents on various concerns.
